Dear Parishioners, 
 
   Commitments seem to be going out of vogue.  Labor 
contracts are easily dismissed.  Marriages fade with 
passing emotions. Values shift with new interests.  And 
yet we still put on pedestals those who are faithful 
beyond their own levels of comfort. 
 
   Something in us believes that how we live and how we 
die does make a difference, even when all that 
surrounds us is giving way.  This is why sinful people 
reconsider and choose to live by virtue, and why the 
virtuous rue their sin; why those who hesitate but then 
commit are well regarded, and why those who once 
made a commitment but then capitulate are not.  And 
finally, it is why believers tell the story of Jesus again 
and again, even when we know its twists and turns like 
the ridges and crevices in the palms of our hands.  How 
we live and how we die does make a difference, even 
when we are emptied in the process. 
 
   There are those rare individuals who seem capable of 
such self-emptying beyond the rest of us.  We may think 
of them as heroes.  Christians refer to them as saints.   
Most of us, however, sense that we do not live up to 
such standards.  Still it may not be as uncommon as one 
would think.  Many parents choose without hesitation or 
question to live for the good of their children day after 
day, no matter the cost.  That by itself is an emptying 
process.  The challenge for all of us, however, is to 
expand that commitment beyond the sphere of family to 
our neighbors or our country or a global reality of love 
and service to all peoples. 
 
   We may lament that we are barely capable of 
sustaining that level of love for our own family, that it is 
impossible to love all others in such a fashion.  And that 
may be.  But that is why we also proclaim that Jesus is 
Lord and not you or I. 
 
   Whenever we gather in prayer as a community of 
believers we break bread and share a cup.  We do so to 
remind ourselves of the dream to which we make a 
commitment, the dream made flesh in Jesus Christ: to 
break ourselves open in love for one another and to pour 
ourselves out in such a way that we are emptied for 
them, only to find ourselves then filled by God.
