Dear Parishioners, 
 

   Most of us live with a hole in our heart, and on rare 
moments we sense that it might be filled.  The 
exhilaration of falling in love, the satisfaction of 
overcoming a daunting challenge, the feeling that one 
has truly made a difference in someone’s life – they all 
seem able to fill the hole in our heart.  Still, such 
moments are all too fragile.  They seem to evaporate 
much too quickly. 
 

   I was invited to a wedding reception a while back.  Any 
number of toasts were offered and glasses raised, 
among them one by the bride’s great-uncle.  He stood 
up, looked about the room and all its merriment and 
happiness and family, and began, “This is what it’s all 
about!”  And everyone clinked their glass and shouted, 
“Hear! Hear!”  It was clearly a moment when many would 
have felt that their yearning for something more in life 
had been satisfied.  Yet I found myself wondering if 
indeed that was what it was all about.  I knew some of 
the history of those in that gathering, of siblings and 
cousins at odds with one another, of painful separations 
and divorcees, of the financial need that weighed heavily 
on some.  I thought, “If I, an outsider, know this, how 
much more is there that I do not know?”  The great-
uncle’s “This is what it’s all about” simply made me 
wonder and muse on what it is that we really are all 
about. 
 
   Much more recently, a prospective groom shared with 
me his own definition of love, one that he’d learned from 
some teacher back in his high school days.  He 
remembered it well.  “Love is not a feeling,” he said.  
“Love is an act of the will that takes over even when the 
other is unlovable.”  A workable definition, I thought, one 
with enough wisdom to last a marriage.  In the end what 
fills the holes in our hearts is the times we cared enough 
about someone to do what was good for them even 
when they were unlovable, as indeed we hope someone 
does for us as well.  Yet this may not fill those holes in 
any lasting way.  That only comes when death empties 
us of life and ultimately fills us with God. 
 
   Selfless loving, even when the other is unlovable, 
brings meaning to our days.  Ultimately little else does, 
strangely enough.  It is there when we come to know 
true love – God’s and ours, one and the same, even if 
only fleetingly.
