   This year World Mission Sunday will be observed on October 24th.  This celebration will also mark the 
110th Anniversary of the Pontifical Mission Societies.  Thanks to the prayers and financial support of the 
faithful from our local Church, the Societies have helped provide for the needs of missionaries world-wide 
for more than a century. 
 
   Our Church’s missionary history is a rich one.  It is filled with monumental saintly examples we can 
strive to imitate such as Francis Xavier and Thérèse of Lisieux who serve as Patron & Patroness of the 
Missions, Damien of Molokai, Kateri Tekakwitha and Daniele Comboni, to name just a few of the many 
Catholic missionaries who became saints.
