In a world where ob-
jective, universal truth is often being substituted by individual preference and facts aren’t as important as feel-
ings, our children learn the universal truths that God has revealed to us so clearly through his son Jesus. And,
throughout the year, they are given many opportunities to live this way of love, caring for others, especially those
in greater need. For example, our children and their families reach out to the students at our sister parish, St.
Martin de Porres with such activities as school supply drives and our annual Christmas Adopt-a-Family program.
They also have opportunities throughout the year to provide donations of food and cash for various food cup-
boards in Philadelphia.
